Parking Safely

1. Stop machine on a level surface, not on a slope.
Disengage mower blades or any other attachments.
Lower attachments to the ground.
Lock the park brake.

5. Stop the engine.
6. Remove the key.
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. Wait for engine and all moving parts to stop before
you leave the operator’s seat.

8. Close fuel shut-off valve, if your machine is equipped.

9. Disconnect the negative battery cable or remove the
spark plug wire (for gasoline engines) before servicing
the machine.

NOTE: Be sure to note your receiver/FOB frequency
located on the back of the remote receiver box and
each FOB. Write in this manual in the space provided
to assist in ordering additional FOBs or replacement

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NOTE: When making wire connections make sure
you match polarity (red wire connects to red wire,
black wire to black wire).

Installing Remote Control/Receiver Box
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1. Plug the wires labeled “12v Out” into the pump or motor
side of your sprayer.
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Figure 1 - 40 and 45 gal tank installation

Figure 2 - 15 and 25 gal tank installation

2. Expose adhesive backing located on the back of the
remote receiver box and adhere the receiver box (A) close
to the electric motor but out of the way of hoses, cap or
moving parts.

NOTE: Be sure surface is clean and dry prior to
adhering to sprayer. It is recommended to wipe area
thoroughly with alcohol or a non-residue cleaning
agent.

3. Install the 8 ft. wire harness in place of your switched
harness following the same route. In the event you choose
to continue to use the switched harness, make sure the
switch is in the “on” position.




A CAUTION: Avoid damage! Avoid damage to
wiring. Make sure hood does not close on
wiring harness. Keep wiring harnesses away
from all moving parts and hot surfaces.

4. Connect the wire extension/switch harness to the fused
battery lead or fused 12v plug in adaptor supplied with
your sprayer.

5. Attach FOB to key chain using the attached clamp.

NOTE: the receiver box is epoxy sealed for weather
resistance. It is recommended that you wipe off the
receiver after spraying to help protect the integrity of
the sealer. The remote FOB is NOT waterproof.

Operation

e Once installed, press the ON or OFF buttons on the
remote FOB to control the power of your sprayer.

*  The 12v Remote Control Kit simplifies wire routing and
facilitates spraying convenience. It works from up to 100
feet from the sprayer.
